What is a cookie?

A cookie is a small file of letters and numbers that we store on your browser or the hard drive of your
computer if you agree. Cookies contain information that is transferred to your computer's hard drive.
For example, we may monitor how many times you visit the website, which pages you go to, traffic
data, location data, and the originating domain name of your internet service provider. This information
helps us to build a profile of our users. Some of this data will be aggregated or statistical, which means
that we will not be able to identify you individually.

Our use of cookies

We will ask for your permission (consent) to place cookies or other similar technologies on your
device, except where they are essential for us to provide you with a service that you have requested.

If you consent to the use of cookies on our website, this consent will last for the period noted in the
table below. After the expiry of this period, we will seek your consent again for the use of cookies
when you access the website again. If you do not select agree or disagree to our use of cookies or
do not agree to the use of cookies, the cookie consent message will appear each time you access
our website.

We use the following types of cookies:

e Strictly necessary cookies. These are cookies that are required for the operation of our website.
These essential cookies are always enabled because our website won’t work properly without
them. They include, for example, cookies that enable you to log into secure areas of our website.
You can switch off these cookies in your browser settings but you may then not be able to access
all or parts of our website.

e Analytical or performance cookies. These allow us to recognise and count the number of
visitors and to see how visitors move around our website when they are using it. This helps us to
improve the way our website works, for example, by ensuring that users are finding what they are
looking for easily.
